1.1 What was the date of the original Law, which introduced Compulsory Third Party Motor Insurance and of
its entry into force?
The Law on Compulsory Motor Third Party Liability Insurance of Vehicle Owners and Possessors of the Republic
of Lithuania (hereinafter- the Law) was passed by Parliament on 14" June, 2001. The Law came into force on 1%
January 2002.
1.2 What is the date of the present Law and of its entry into force?
The same Law as in point 1.1
2.1 Which are the classes of motor vehicles for which insurance is compulsory?
According to the Law motor third party lability insurance is compulsory for all self-propelled vehicles as well as
trailets and semi — trailers used for transporting cargoes
2.2 Which are the classes of motor vehicles, if any, exempted from compulsory insurance?
Vehicles running on rails and vehicles with an engine capacity less than 50 cm?® (working volume of'the cylinders).
3. Is the Law applicable to foreign visitors?
Yes.
4. Does the Law apply in respect of liability for both personal injury and damage to property?
Yes.
5. What are the minimum limits of liability required for the two types of damages?
Minimum values of sums insured
Personal injury: ......oovvvvvinn, e s e s s s s o crsnn oo 30 000 LTL
Damage to property:......... woannen.30 000 LTL
Fixed exchange rate: 1 EUR =3.4528 LTL (With effect from 01/01/2002)
6.1 Does the Law require cover in respect of passengers carried in the vehicle?
Yes.
6.2 Is there any category of passenger excluded from this cover?
According to the Law, there is not any class of victim legally excluded from the protection of the Motor TPL
Compulsory Insurance except when the victim is the owner or user of the motor vehicle responsible for the road
accident.
7. Under which conditions of the Policy is an Insurer permitted by Law to reject a Third Party Claim? Please

specify.
The following is not indemnified:

a) if at the time of the road accident the vehicle was not a participant of the traffic: it was in a garage, at the
workshop, or in another place not intended for road traffic, or was used for work not performed on the road,

b) if the damage occurred at the time when the vehicle took part in any kind of sports competition, race or training
sessions;

¢) if the damage resulted from war actions, internal disturbances or the state of emergency or was due to
terrorist acts or nuclear radiation;

d) if the damage of the vehicle and the damage or loss of the property inside it did not occur during the road
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accident;

e) if the damage to the property was caused by an unidentified vehicle;

f) if the damage was caused to the driver responsible for the damage in the road accident;

g) if the damage was caused to the owner of the vehicle which was driven by the driver responsible for the damage
in the road accident;

h) if the damage was done to the property inside the vehicle of the owner or the possessor of the vehicle who was
responsible for the damage caused in the road accident, and to the property owned by the family members of the
owner or the possessor of the vehicle responsible for the damage caused in the road accident.

8. Is there a direct right of action by a Third Party against an Insurer?
Yes.

9. Does a claimant resident in a foreign country have a direct right of action against the local Bureau or the
Insurer representing the Bureau?
Yes.

10.1 Does the Law in your country require the Insurer and/or Bureau to make an offer of compensation to a
claimant within a specified time?
Yes.

10.2 If yes, what is the nature of the damages to which the time-limit applies?
To both personal injury and damage to property.

10.3 What is the specific time-limit?
The indemnity has to be paid not later than 14 days after receiving by insurer or Bureau all necessary
documentation and information regarding the claim.

104 Which are the other provisions of the Law in this respect? (for ex. sanctions)
None.

10.5 Are there any similar stipulations for provisional payments?
If the third party and the Insurer disagree with the amount of indemnity within 3 months, the Insurer is obliged to
pay as the advance payment the amount for the indisputable part of the indemnity.

11.1 Is there a limitation period for legal proceedings against the Insured or the Insurer?
(If yes, please specify).
According to the Civil Code of the Republic of Lithuania the limitation period for legal proceedings against the
Insured or the Insurer is 3 years.

11.2 Are there any provisions in the Law which allow for the suspension or extension of that limitation period? If
yes, please specify.
There are no specific provisions in the Law.

12.1 Is there a Guarantee Fund in your Country?
Yes. The Guarantee Fund is administered by Lithuanian Motor TPL Insurance Bureau.

12.2 If yes, what are the conditions and limits of intervention of the Guarantee Fund?

The Guarantee Fund shall pay indemnities to the victims of the road accident in cases:

1. Where the driver of the vehicle responsible for the car accident:

a) was not covered by compulsory third party liability insurance;

b) caused damage while driving an illegally possessed vehicle;

¢) caused damage intentionally;

d) injured a person’s health or caused death and cannot be identified;
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2. Ot'insolvency of the Motor Liability Insurer.
The limits are the same as in point 5

12.3 Are they applicable to non-residents whether they are the cause of, or victims of, accidents?
Yes.
